The Judge this year was Richard Bingham, and he did a wonderful 
job.  He is a professional artist and has judged shows in the past.  He was methodical and used a professional method of judging that 

is very commonly used in professional shows.  We thank him very much for his time, effort, and talent! 
  

Don't forget to review the upcoming themes for the months ahead.  Be painting towards all of them ... bring 
in your beautiful art on the 28th of each month.  Hanging the gallery will take place within a day or two from that date.   

  
Remember that August is painting/doing art from photographs.  We ask that you also bring the photo with the art so we can give the 

photographer credit and it can be displayed next to your art.  

Judging the Shows 
  

There have been some questions as to why some art or photos were chosen for ribbons over others that were not, and if there are "criteria lists" 

provided for the judging.   Let me explain... 

  

The Photographers Judged Show and the Annual Art Center Judged Show are judged by professionals who are either selling their work on a regular 

basis, teaching art, and or are in or have been in the business of art and/or photography   They come from different areas of SE Idaho, Utah and 

Montana.   

  

When we get the judges, they are allowed to use their own judging platform, which not only comes from their education, which brings in the aca-

demic side of the media, but also comes from their artistic experiences through the years in their professional approach to the art and/or photogra-

phy. An Art Center or Photography Club member will never influence the freedom that has been given those who judge the shows in the best way 

they can.  The Art Center does not provide "lists of criteria". To do so would be interference. 

  

We would like to point out that "Rules and Policy" of submitting art and photographs in the shows are set out on the applicat ions prior to the 

shows.  This information is very straight forward but has no impact on the judging processes.

Treasurer’s Report: Karen Vargason: Checking account balance $1,372.60;  Savings account balance $18,479.25. Art Center in the black 1,791.64.  Everything paid.  

Apartments all rented.  There were 92 entries for the juried show.  Expenditures, $47.00 for ribbons, and judge’s fee, yet undetermined. There was only one judge this 

year, last year there were three, and each judge paid $50. Consideration of a higher fee suggested. Tabled for June meeting. 
 

Eleven applications have been received to date for Sagebrush Arts Fest set for September 11th and 12th. All are returning artists. 

 
Karen has a bill from Stephanie Palagi, for $84.75, for Old Town membership fee.  She sent them a check for $84.75 earlier this year, and thought we were paid up. 

Apparently this is a quarterly fee. Karen will request a letter clarifying this expense, benefits of membership, what money used for. We must decide what fall-out is if 

we are not members. Tabled for consideration at June meeting. 

Karen asked Board to consider possibility of sending out e-mail newsletters (which are free)  to those members who have that capability, and mail to others. The rea-
son being, increasing costs of ink, paper and postage. Costs of newsletter, about $.25 ½ , per page, (average 3 pages back and front, total 6 pages), or about $1.54 for 

each  newsletter. Bulk mailing requires 200 pieces. Postage might be cut in half using regular mail. Laser vs. ink jet printers discussed.  Laser (which A.C. has) faster, 

ink more expensive. Ink jet printers run $300-$400, ink cartridges less expensive. Ask for membership feedback. Notify membership that as of a certain date, the 
newsletter will be available on line. If we continue newsletter as is, ads suggested at $15.00,  to help defray expense. Much of $25 membership fee being spent on 

newsletter. This to be discussed further at June meeting.  Dues increase of $30- $35 discussed. Increase may be necessary to accommodate improvements in what 

A.C. offers, and/or if we continue as members of Old Town.  Motion:  Lorraine Wight moved that we seek a dues increase of $30, seconded by Bob Rush, with Mo-
tion tabled for June meeting for further discussion and vote.  Treasurer’s report must be approved at June meeting. 

 

Gallery:  Carolyn Purnell:  Carolyn thanked Gallery committee for hanging judged show, in her absence; a very professional job.  She congratulated the committee on 
its decision that any artist making three entries, had two entries in front gallery, and one in classroom gallery.  Richard Bingham was judge, and did an outstanding 

job. Carolyn said the committee will meet soon to discuss next years show, and will consider giving cash, sponsor, and certificate prizes. 

 
Apartments: Anne Merkley.   Apartments all rented.  Anne said it’s a challenge to keep apartments rented, as people renting in these times, often don’t have much 

money, and some don’t have jobs.  Sometimes she has trouble collecting rent.  Her main goal is to work with renters to keep apartments rented until mortgage paid 

off. 

 
The mortgage balance is $20,821.61.  It was suggested we check into a cash pay-out, or make an increase on  monthly mortgage payment.  Karen Vargason will con-

tact U.S. bank for facts and figures and present for discussion at June meeting. 
 

Portneuf Valley Photographic Society:   Becky Petersen said that their speaker at the last meeting  was Chris Ballmer, owner of Perfect Light Camera & Supply in 

Idaho Falls.  She said it was a fantastic program, with a disappointing 10 in attendance. He is opening a business in Pocatello, and will support their juried show next 

year. Becky asked about benefits of membership, as many photo club members are new. Benefits are: meeting place, w/ workshop availability; library, reduced fees 

for classes/workshops, membership directory, newsletter, portfolio display, gallery privileges at Art Walk and City Hall, PVPS annual juried show and AC judged 

show, Sagebrush Arts Fest, discounts at Cushman’s for framing/art supplies, organized outdoor sessions,  Holiday show, comradery exchange with artists/
photographers. Membership directory lists others. 

 

Anne Merkley asked Becky how the calendars project coming.  She said Photo club is still working on this project.  Samples will be prepared and presented, at later 
date.
